RULES AND REGULATIONS

SECTION 1 Ð ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
Rule 1 -   Open to all Adults   - Age 18 and over, or out of school and limited to bona fide residents of Florida.  
Entries must be made by individuals ONLY unless specifically accepted.  PROFESSIONALS are considered to 
be persons receiving a major part of all of their income from their craft, including teaching and/or instructing of 
same.  PROFESSIONALS may not be eligible in all departments, only as noted in that section.

Rule 2 - Entries for competition, other than perishables, food preservation and cake decorating , will be 
accepted at the Florida Strawberry Festival¨ in the Neighborhood Village on Thursday, February 21, 2008 from 
11:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  Perishables, food preservation and cake decorating will be accepted on Tuesday, 
February 26, 2008 from 11:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. in the same location.  
Judging will take place the day following for each.  No one is allowed in judging area during judging and 
judgesÕ decisions are final.

Rule 3 Ð Exhibitors may make only one (1) entry in each class within a department . Rules governing the 
various entries are printed on the schedule for each department. All entry forms must have attached: the name, 
address, zip code and phone number of the exhibitor.  All entry forms must be COMPLETELY filled out, or 
they will not be accepted . Separate entry forms must be used for each department.  Registration forms will 
be filled out at time of entry giving a description of the article submitted and must be printed. No changes 
will be allowed after acceptance.

Rule 4 - All entries must be new since April 2007, made or prepared  by the person, whose name appears 
on the entry, must be clean - free of spoilage and suitable for public display .  Strawberry and Florida 
Strawberry Festival¨ Theme must depict at least 51% of theme in item presented.

SECTION 2 Ð EXHIBITOR DUTIES & PRIVILEGES
Rule 1 Ð If it is ascertained that an exhibitor has made any false statement in regard to any article or exhibit, or 
interfere with the judges in the performance of their duties, the exhibitor shall be excluded from competition 
and forfeit all premiums.  Exhibitors must stay out of all display areas when dropping off or picking up 
exhibits.

Rule 2 - Exhibits in all departments will be released on Monday, March 10, 2008 from 11:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  
No exhibits will be released early. No exhibits will be released without the claim form.  Upon request of 
exhibitor, items may be released to relatives or friends upon presentation of the aforesaid claim form.  The 
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Florida Strawberry Festival¨ is not responsible for and will dispose of any articles or exhibits left after 6:00 
p.m. on the day of release, March 10, 2008.

Rule 3 Ð Every effort will be made to display entries in an attractive arrangement.  However, items entered for 
competition will be displayed only through 3rd place; others will be displayed only as space is available and at 
the discretion of the department chairperson.  The Florida Strawberry Festival¨ reserves the right to reject any 
exhibit offered if it is objectionable in any way, if it requires excessive space, or if the capacity of a department 
has been reached. Disqualified items will be rejected and not displayed.

Rule 4 Ð All reasonable efforts will be exercised to prevent damage or accident of any kind to entries.
However, the Florida Strawberry Festival¨, Neighborhood Village, nor Department Chairpersons will assume 
responsibility for damage to any entries.

Rule 5 Ð Any protest must be made in writing and accompanied by a deposit of $50, which will be forfeited if 
protest is not sustained.  Said protest must state plainly the cause of complaint or appeal and must be filed 
with the Manager, Patsy Brooks by the opening day of the fair.

SECTION 3 Ð PREMIUMS AND AWARDS
Rule 1 Ð All premium monies will be paid from the awards as marked by the judges, and not from the ribbons 
that may be attached to the exhibits.  Judges are instructed not to award a premium or premiums unless item 
or items are deemed worthy of the placing awarded.

Rule 2 Ð All premium payouts for the Neighborhood Village will be issued on the day the items are released 
and picked up.

Rule 3 Ð Blue Ribbons (1st place), Red Ribbons (2nd place), and White Ribbons (3rd place) will be awarded in 
each class within a department.  Grand Champion Ribbons will be chosen and awarded as selected from the 
Blue Ribbon (1st place) awards.  Premiums for each will be determined by the sponsors and the Florida 
Strawberry Festival¨.

Rule 4 -   Anyone participating in this contest by way of entry hereby agrees and consents to the use of any 
picture of contestant in any or all publications, TV, publicity brochure, Internet, etc, that the Florida Strawberry 
Festival¨ may desire.
